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DECISION ON THE FINANCIAL ARRANGEMENTSFOR
TRANSFER OF A PROPORTION OF FEESTO THE MEMBER STATES

THE MANAGEMENT BOARD OF THE EUROPEAN CHEMICALS AGERIY

Having regard to Regulation (EC) No 1907/2006 «f BHuropean Parliament and of the
Council of 18 December 2006 concerning the RedistraEvaluation, Authorisation and

Restriction of Chemicals (REACH), establishing adpean Chemicals Agency, amending
Directive 1999/45/EC and repealing Council RegolaEEC) No 793/93 and Commission
Regulation (EC) No 1488/94 as well as Council Oixec 76/769/EEC and Commission
Directives 91/155/EEC, 93/67/EEC, 93/105/EC andOZRODEC, and in particular Article

74(4) thereof,

Having regard to Commission Regulation (EC) No 2008 of 16 April 2008 on the fees
and charges payable to the European Chemicals Agaursuant to Regulation (EC) No
1907/2006 of the European Parliament and of then€libon the Registration, Evaluation,
Authorisation and Restriction of Chemicals (REACHNd in particular Article 14(2)
thereof,

Having regard to the revised Financial Statemend®ajuly 2006, SEC(2006)924,

Whereas

1. A proportion of the fees collected by the Europ&emicals Agency (hereinafter
referred to as “the Agency”) should be transfertedhe relevant Member State
Competent Authority for work done in the context af substance evaluation
procedure or for rapporteur work done in the Rigséssment Committee and the
Committee for Socio-economic Analysis (hereinaftegferred to as “the
Committees”) in the context of restrictions prodesar of applications for
authorisation pursuant to Regulation (EC) No 1900&

2. It is for the Management Board, following a favdue opinion from the
Commission, to establish financial arrangementssioeh transfers, including the
amounts to be transferred.

3. The amounts to be transferred should be fixed mpdmnce with the principle of
economy, efficiency and effectiveness and at al lthat ensures that the Agency
continues to have available sufficient financiataerces to undertake its tasks as
defined in Regulation (EC) No 1907/2006, havingaregto its existing budgetary
appropriations and pluriannual estimates of inconmgluding the planned
Community subsidy as reflected in the revised fonarnstatement.

4. In fixing the amounts to be transferred accounughbe taken of the workload and
related costs of the Competent Authorities of thenMer States. The amounts to be
transferred envisaged in this Decision have bedculeded on the basis of best
available estimates of the workload involved; thesemations should be reviewed
on the basis of experience gained and reports rap 8pent received from the
Member State Competent Authorities.



5. Differences in earnings and cost of living of th#edent Member States as well as
differences in currencies for Member State Compefernhorities located outside
the Euro-zone should also be taken into account.

6. Where the Committees decide to appoint a co-rapporithe transfer should be
divided between the rapporteur and the co-rapporteu

7. The provision of services by Committee members khba governed by a written
contract between the Agency and the employer opénson concerned.

8. As foreseen by Regulation (EC) No 340/2008, a marimnproportion of the fees
and charges to be transferred to the Competentofitids should be set on a
pluriannual basis.

HAS ADOPTED THIS DECISION:

Article 1
Scope of transfer

1. Atransfer of a proportion of fees received by Ageency shall apply to

- the conclusion of a substance evaluation procedursuant to Regulation (EC)
No 1907/2006 by a Member State Competent Authority;

- rapporteur work done in the Risk Assessment Coremigind the Committee for
Socio-economic Analysis in the context of a resitits proposal pursuant to
Regulation (EC) No 1907/2006;

- rapporteur work done in the Committee for Risk Asseent and the Committee
for Socio-economic analysis in the context of atharisation application pursuant
to Regulation (EC) No 1907/2006.

2. Transfers shall not be paid for such work emanatiog tasks related to transitional
measures defined in Articles 135-137 of Regulafe@) No 1907/2006.

Article 2
Scale of payments

The scale of payments for substance evaluatimhrapporteurs work in restriction
processes is set in an Annex to this Decision.piyenents are calculated on the basis
of the workload of

- 75 days for substance evaluation
- 20 days for RAC rapporteur work
- 25 days for SEAC rapporteur work,

the Agency and including overhead cost, and adjustéh a correction coefficient
and, where applicable in accordance with Articl@)6 with a currency exchange rate.

la. The scale of payment for rapporteurs work donéhe context of authorisation
applications per rapporteur of each Committee eahisist of 12,5% of the application
specific base fee and, where relevant, additiopplieation specific fees determined
as follows:

- The application specific base fee shall, irrespectf the applicant being a non-
SME, medium, small or micro enterprise as definedArticle 2 of Regulation
(EC) No 340/2008, consist of 76.6% of the standrask fee as set out in Table 1
of Annex VI to that Regulation.

- Additional application specific fees shall, irrespee of the applicant being a non-
SME, medium, small or micro enterprise as definedArticle 2 of Regulation
(EC) No 340/2008, consist of 76.6% of the standadditional fees as set out in
Table 1 of Annex VI to that Regulation.

The application specific base and additional feesll be adjusted with a correction
coefficient and, where applicable in accordancehwhtticle 5(2), with a currency
exchange rate.

2. The correction coefficient comprises 25% of Brice Level IndeXand 75% of the
Index of average earningpublished by Eurostat as laid down in the Annex.

3. The currency exchange rate for non-euro curesnis the average of the monthly
exchange rates for the year of the Indices refaiwed paragraph 4, available at the
European Central Bank.

4. The correction coefficients laid down in the Arnmay be updated annually by a
decision of the Executive Director of the Agencyaenmew statistical information is
available at Eurostat for at least fifteen Memb&té&s and at the latest by 31 March.
The index of the preceding reference year shalldszl for Member States for which
new information is not available.

5. At the time of the update, also the applicablehange rate for non-euro currencies
shall be updated to be the average of the monidlyange rates for the new reference
year of the Indices referred to in paragraph 4ilabie at the European Central Bank.

6. Any update shall be without prejudice to thenpiples of economy, efficiency, and
effectiveness, and the need to ensure that thedydeas sufficient resources available
to undertake its tasks as defined in Regulation) (E€ 1907/2006, having regard to
its existing budgetary appropriations and pluriairastimates of income, including a
Community subsidy.

In order to prepare the review referred to in Aeti@, the Agency shall invite the
Member State Competent Authorities to fill in aléaprovided by the Agency to collect
data on the salary costs of their scientific sthifing the years 2010 to 2012 and
forward it to the Agency at its request.

Article4
Contractual arrangements

Each Member State shall nominate entities, incldinMember State Competent
Authority, which shall be parties to a Frameworkn@act with the Agency for the
payment of the amounts to be transferred undeiegsion.

The Executive Director shall put in place the neaeg contractual and administrative
arrangements in conformity with the financial ruégsplicable to the Agency.

Article5
Payments

A transfer is only payable where a contract for wark to be executed has been
signed between the Agency and the parties to tam&work Contract referred to in
Article 4(1), and the tasks have been carried ocbm@ing to the contract.

Payments shall be made in the currencies of the hderStates within 45 days of the
date when the delivery of work was accepted eitlyshe Committee concerned, or in
the case of substance evaluation, by the Agency.

Payments shall be made against an invoice accotditige Framework Contract.
Where a Committee appoints a co-rapporteur, thesfea shall be divided according

to the agreement on the division that the rappostdiave communicated to the
Agency and which has been included in the contract.



Article 6
The maximum proportion

1. For the period 2009-2012, the maximum proportiotthef fees and charges which can
be transferred to Member States is fixed as 2.3%@fAgency’s fee income for that
period.

2. To this effect, the Agency shall keep the levepayments under continual review with

a view to adjust the level of payments if thereiadications that the 2.3% limit may be
exceeded.

Article7
Review
The Management Board shall review the scale of gaysnas provided for in Article 2(1),

2(1a) and in the Annex to this Decision at thediaby 31 March 2013, taking into account
the data collected pursuant to Article 3.

Article 8
Repeals and entry into force
