2) Beforetreatment, remove al natural source of food for cockroaches (waste, food scraps ...) from the
infested area to encourage the ingestion of the gel.

3) During inspections, check the treated area and if necessary, replace the gel used as cockroaches leave
secretions and faeces to attract conspecifics.

4) Product can be used continuously for 3 months without replacing opened bait trays or unconsumed baits.
5) Inform the authorisation holder if the treatment is ineffective.

6) To protect birds, pets and mammals, dead cockroaches must be removed from the treated area on adaily
basis.

7) Check the bait trays once a week.

8) If theinfestation persists despite following the instructions on the label, contact a professional pest
controller. Avoid continuous use of the product.

9) At theend of the treatment campaign, collect bait trays for disposal.
