5.1. Instructions for use

Apply and spread evenly on the skin zones to protect (arms, hands, legs, feet and face).

Adults: 102 spray pump a day (24 on arm, 48 on leg, 12 on the face, 5 on hands and 13 on feet)
Children (6-12 years): 56 spray pump a day (13 on arm, 30 on leg, 6 on the face, 7 on feet)
Children (2-6 years): 42 spray pump a day (11 on arm, 20 on leg, 6 on the face, 5 on feet)
Toddlers (1-2 years): 29 spray pump a day (8 on arm, 14 on leg, 4 on the face, 3 on feet) .

First aid instructions:

IF INHALED : If symptoms occur call a POISON CENTRE or a doctor.
